The NLP is one of WICC's current flagship programs, focusing on biodiversity, soil health and coastal waterways.  WICC utilises its current planning documents (Lindesay Link CAP, WICC Strategic Plan and Wilson Inlet Management Strategy) in the implementation of the NLP outcomes in order to  deliver approximately $500,000 worth of catchment projects from July 2015 to June 2018.

(2) [image: ]Regional Estuaries Initiative (REI)
[image: ]The Regional Estuaries Initiative is a 20 Million Dollar Royalties for Regions Program dedicated to reducing nutrients across six Southwest estuaries.  WICC has been contracted by the Department of Water and Environmental Regulation (DWER) to carry out: 

· 40 kilometers of riparian stock exclusion fencing, 
· 12 Hectares of riparian revegetation 
· whole farm nutrient mapping on 25 properties a year throughout the catchment, and
· a series of education workshops and events.

WICC has focused its work on areas identified in its 2008 Nutrient Hazard Mapping.  We have over achieved on all of our contracted requirements to date.  In May 2017, WICC held the Wilson Inlet Forum, which was attended by approximately 90 community members.  With presentations by DoW, DAFWA and Fisheries WA, the community learned about the work that is being undertaken by a variety of government and non government agencies to manage the inlet and reduce nutrient loads.   
		


(3) Lindesay Link CAP: A focus on black gloved wallaby and honey possum habitat
[image: ]This is a two year, $100,000 State Natural Resource Management Office (SNRMO) funded program focusses on implementing strategies identified in the Lindesay Link Conservation Action Plan (CAP).  The CAP prescribed nested ecological indicators (indicators) to monitor the effectiveness of its implementation.  WICC is currently focusing on the indicators of black gloved wallabies and honey possums.  We are currently using camera trap photo monitoring throughout the catchment and the Aboriginal Green Army team to help identify habitats.  We will then be assisting landholders to implement feral animal control in these identified habitats.  We have submitted approximately 30 Restricted Chemical Permit Applications for the use of 1080 on properties throughout the catchment and will start laying baits this spring to manage feral pressure on these two species.  There will be a focus on fox and cat control.
(4) State NRM Grants – Lower Hay / Sleeman SGW Project (Phase: 3)
[bookmark: _GoBack][image: ]WICC and Green Skills carried out the third phase of this project to target Sydney Golden Wattle (SGW) in the upper and lower catchment.  This project saw the treatment of:

· Approximately 75.9 ha of land with SGW treated for first time, and
· 3.3 ha of land with SGW treated for the second time.

WICC and Green Skills remain committed to tackling SGW throughout the catchment.  WICC has applied for the 2017 State NRM Grant to provide follow up treatment for the above program in 2018.  WICC has again extended the primary treatment sites while allowing for follow up treatment on 2017 treated sites.

	
(5) [image: ]Annual Feral shoot
Approximately 65 landholders were engaged to dispatch 274 foxes and 17 cats and 53 rabbits.  Congratulations to the Nunijup Crew who culled 69 Foxes, 2 Rabbits and 5 Cats.  A special thanks to Elders Rural Supplies in Mount Barker and Ray’s Firearms in Albany for providing financial support.  The annual fox shoot has become a WICC tradition.
